What is UNIDO?

UNIDO (United Nations Industrial Development Organiza-
tion) is one of the specialized agencies of the United
Nations (UN), headguartered in Vienna, Austria. The
organization was originally established as a UN depart-
ment in 1966, and later became the 16th specialized
agency of the UN in 1985.

UNIDO's mission is to help developing countries and
countries with economies in transition in their fight against
marginalization in today’s globalized world. As part of the
UN common system, UNIDO has responsibility for promot-
ing industrialization throughout the developing world, in
cooperation with its 172 Member States.

Dr. Kandeh Yumkella, the Director-General of UNIDO,
reported in his “UNIDO Strategic Long-Term Vision State-
ment” that in order to deal with future global challenges,
the activities of UNIDO need to focus on the fellowing
three areas:

1. Poverty Reduction through Productive Activities

2. Trade Capacity Building

3. Energy and Environment

UNIDO currently beasts 29 Regional/Country Offices and
14 UNIDO Desks in developing countries, 3 Liaison offices
in addition to 14 Investment and Technology Promotion
Offices (ITPOs) around the world, including Tokyo.

What is UNIDO ITPO Tokyo?

UNIDO ITPO Tekye was established in Mareh 1981 in
accordance to an agreement concluded between UNIDO
and the Government of Japan.

The main role of the office is to promote direct invest-
ment and technology transfers from Japan to developing
countries. UNIDO ITPO Tokyo's wide range of activities
contribute towards this purpose, making use of up-to-
date information on economic conditions, investment
climate, and business opportunities in developing coun-
tries that are collected from UNIDO's global network
including governments of developing countries.

Ell What is the “Delegate Programme”?

UNIDO ITPO Tokyo invites investment and/cr technology

promotion delegates for a short-term stay (average 3-4

weeks) at its office, in order to promote:

® The delegate’s country as a possible destination for
Japanese investment; and

® Specific investment, joint venture, and/or technology
transfer projects from the delegate’s country.

Promaotional activities are mainly carried out through country
presentation seminars and individual business meetings.
