Enova Robotics is an advanced security
technology company that uses software and
hardware to provide its customers with
advanced anomaly detection capabilities.

Veasense
It is the answer to a predicted shortage of caregivers
to serve our rapidly aging population. Veasense
provides telepresence, continuous monitoring and
tele-vigilance. Doctors could connect if necessary and
make premilinary diagnostics. It's allows interaction
with people in remote location and in a synchronous
way.

AGV
AGV is an autonomous mobile cart designed to carry
a payload from warehouses to production lines in a
wide range of industries. The AGV is used by
manufacturers to automate their in-house
transportation and logistics. Depending on cutumer’s
activity demand, customized top modules can be
mounted on the AGV to support different type of
payloads.
